Grade Level: Grade 3 
Subject(s) Area: Art, Language Arts 
Before the Lesson: 
1. Create slips with colors written on to place in a bucket

2. Prepare a word document or Powerpoint to show the works of art

3. Write the art materials they will need on the side of the white board

4. Set out art materials on a separate table or counter space.

Materials Needed:

Projector, ELMO, Electronic Images of Paintings, tempera paint, paper, paintbrushes, paper towels, poem template, lined paper, bucket of slips of paper

Objectives:


Analyze moods portrayed through paintings especially through color. 

Describe a color using imagery concepts like the five senses. 


Convey a mood or emotion in own painting. 
Learning Activities:
Our World:
Today we will learn about colors in our world and how they can influence how we feel.
1. Can you give me five examples of emotions? (Draw names of students to answers. After each example given, ask the students to show the emotion with their face or hand motions)
2. We may have many emotions throughout the day, but Have you ever been “red with rage,” “green with envy,” or “feeling blue?”
3. Colors are associated with how we feel. What comes to your mind or how do you feel when you see yellow? Blue? Red? (As students answer use a divided chart, projected on the ELMO to record their answers under the correlating color) 
Bigger Picture:
After looking at colors in our world, let’s take a look at how artists used color to make their audience feel a certain way or show how the people in the painting are feeling. 

(Show over the projector examples of famous works of art)

1. Vincent Van Gogh: Sunflowers


2. Pablo Picasso: The Tragedy 


3. Claude Monet: The Water Lily Pond


4. Marion Rose: Sheep Pair 


5. Pablo Picasso: The Old Guitarist  
Further Engagement:
Look without speaking at this piece of art. (Share the title and artist) What is the main color that is used? What feeling is being shown? How do you feel when looking at this painting? How would you feel being in this scene? 
1. Pause between questions to allow think time. Ask students to pair and share their answers. When discussions are finished draw a name to determine which pair shares with the class. Repeat this for the first three works of art. 
2. Formative Assessment 1: For the last two paintings extend wait time to check that all students understand the concept. Call on students that have not participated in discussion. If students do not raise their hands, check in during work time for further intervention. 
Application:

Now that we have a better understanding of color and emotions in art, let’s use our knowledge of the power of color to write a poem describing a color. Here is an example poem about Green. (Read from attached template)

Instructions:
1. You will draw a color from the bucket. Keep the color you picked a secret. You will be writing a poem about this color, but won’t use the word in your poem…yet. (Project the template). 
2. After your poem is written, you will work with your elbow partner. You will take turns sharing your poem. Without saying which color you are describing. Your assigned color should not be written anywhere. As your partner is sharing, you should try to figure out which color they are describing. (Re-Read the Green Poem without saying “Green” for further example) 
3. Once you think you know the color you should gather your art supplies (listed on the board) and create a painting that reflects the color, mood, and other parts of your partner’s poem. Once you choose the color from the station your partner can tell you if you choose correctly. If not, try again.

4. The painting should look like, for example, if you guessed my poem is about green you would paint a green scene of a frog or paint multiple items from my poem like a green apple, a crayon, and grass.
Formative Assessment 2: (Ask the students to put up their hand with a one if they understand their jobs, or a two if clarification is needed) 

Considerations: The instructional steps could be written or projected as necessary. Students that finish early can paint another classmates poem or paint an interpretation of their own poem)
Assessment:

Students will be assessed on their poems and painting. See attached rubric.

Assessment:


Students will describe how colors are associated to feelings in a grand conversation. Their responses to yellow, blue, and red will be written in a chart and displayed for reinforcement. They will then view famous works of art to analyze how artists use colors to portray emotions. To actively engage the students and ensure they have mastered the connection between colors and moods, students will write a poem. They will choose at random a color as a topic of their poem. They will follow the examples of “The Color is..” poems. Once their poem is written the students will read their poem (without revealing the color) for their partner. The partner’s role is create a painting with the color and objects used in their partner’s poem. The students will be assessed on the poem and the precision of their painting to match the words of their partner’s poem.
